NOTICE OF CREDITORS’ MEETING FOR THE CREDITORS OF

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a meeting (the “Creditors’ Meeting”) of certain
creditors (the “Creditors”) of John Henry Smith Land Inc. (the “Applicant”), described in
the Plan of Compromise and Arrangement dated, July 7, 2010 (as amended, restated or
supplemented from time to time in accordance with the provisions thereof, the “Plan”), a
copy of which is attached as Schedule “A” to the Creditors’ Meeting Order which
accompanies this Notice, will be held to consider and, if deemed advisable, to pass a
resolution to approve the Plan proposed by the Applicant pursuant to the Companies’
Creditors Arrangement Act (Canada) (“CCAA”) and to transact such other business as
may properly come before the Creditors’ Meeting and any adjournment(s) thereof.

The Plan and the reasons therefore are described in the Information Circular
attached to this Notice. The full text of the resolution to approve the Plan is attached as
Schedule “F” to the Creditors’ Meeting Order (as described below). All capitalized terms
not otherwise defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed to them in the Plan.

This Plan is being considered pursuant to an order of the Ontario Superior Court
of Justice (Commercial List) (the “Court”) dated July 13, 2010 (as may be amended, the
“Creditors’ Meeting Order”) which authorized and directed the Applicant to present the
Plan to Affected Creditors at the Creditors’ Meeting. In order to become effective, the
Plan must be approved by the required majority of Affected Creditors as prescribed by
the CCAA (the “Required Majority of Creditors”) and sanctioned by a final Order of the
Court (the “Sanction Order”).

For purposes of the Creditors’ Meeting, the Plan provides that only those
Affected Creditors with Proven Claims and Disputed Claims (each such Creditor, an
“Eligible Voting Creditor”) will be eligible to attend the Creditors’ Meeting and vote on
the resolution to approve the Plan. The votes of Affected Creditors holding Disputed
Claims will be separately tabulated and Disputed Claims will be resolved in accordance
with the Claims Procedure Order, the Creditors’ Meeting Order and Plan prior to any
distribution on account of such Disputed Claims. Unaffected Creditors, as defined in the
Plan, will not be entitled to attend or vote at the Creditors’ Meeting.

The Creditors’ Meeting for the purposes described above shall be held on
September 14, 2010 at the Doubletree by Hilton Hotel, Montreal Room, 655 Dixon
Road, Toronto, Ontario MOW 1J3 at 1:00 p.m. (Toronto time).



VOTING AT CREDITORS’ MEETING

(Toronto time) on the last Business Day preceding the
Creditors’ Meeting or prior to any adjournment thereof, or by registering the form of
proxy with the Chair prior to the commencement of the Creditors’ Meeting or any
adjournment thereof.

If the Eligible Voting Creditor is not an individual it may only attend and vote at
the Creditors’ Meeting if it has appointed a proxyholder to attend and act on its behalf at
the Creditors’ Meeting.

The enclosed form of Proxy gives discretionary authority to proxyholders to
consider any amendments to the Plan proposed at or prior to the Creditors’ Meeting.

If the amount of a Disputed Claim has not been resolved for voting purposes at
least one (1) Business Day prior to the date of the Creditors’ Meeting, the holder thereof
shall be entitled to vote the amount of the Disputed Claim in accordance with the
provisions of the Creditors’ Meeting Order, without prejudice to the rights of the
Applicant, the Monitor or the Creditor with respect to the final determination of the
Disputed Claim for distribution purposes and such vote shall be separately tabulated by
the Monitor in accordance with the Creditors’ Meeting Order.

SANCTION HEARING

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that if the Plan is approved by the Required
Majority of Creditors at the Creditors’ Meeting, the Applicant will seek Court approval of
the Plan at a motion for a Sanction Order, which motion shall be returnable at 330
University Avenue, Toronto, Ontario at 10:00 a.m. (Toronto time) on September 30,
2010 or as soon after that date as the matter can be heard.

Any Person (other than the Applicant and the Monitor) who wishes to receive
materials and appear at the Court sanction hearing to approve the Plan, must serve



upon the lawyers for the Applicant and the Monitor, and file with the Court, a Notice of
Appearance by no later than 5:00 p.m. (Toronto time) on September 22, 2010.

Any Person who wishes to oppose the motion for final sanctioning of the Plan
shall have served upon the lawyers for both the Applicant and the Monitor, and upon ali
parties who have filed a Notice of Appearance, by not later than 5:00 p.m. (Toronto
time) on September 24, 2010, a Notice of Appearance and a copy of the materials to be
used to oppose the motion for approval of the Plan, setting out the basis for such
opposition.

INSTRUCTION LETTER - CLAIMS PROCEDURE FOR VOTING AND DISTRIBUTION
PURPOSES

On October 8, 2009, Bruce R. Smith Limited (“BRS”) filed for and obtained protection
from its creditors under the Companies’ Creditors Arrangement Act (the “CCAA”)
pursuant to an Order of the Ontario Superior Court of Justice (the “Initial Order”). On
October 16, 2009, the Applicants obtained an Amended and Restated Initial Order
dated October 16, 2009 (the “Amended Initial Order”). Pursuant to the Amended Initial
Order, The Fuller Landau Group Inc. was appointed by the court as Monitor of BRS in
the CCAA proceedings (the “Monitor”). By order dated March 10, 2010, the Amended
Initial Order was further amended to include John Henry Land Inc. (*JHLS”) as an
Applicant in these proceedings. Both BRS and JHLS are referred to herein as the
“‘Applicants”.

Under an Order dated July 13, 2010 (the “Claims Procedure Order”), the Court has
established a claims procedure (the “Claims Procedure”) to determine the value of
Creditors’ Claims against each of the Applicants for the purposes of voting on plans of
compromise or arrangement to be filed by each of the Applicants with the Court (the
“Plans”) and receiving distributions under the Plans. A copy of the Claims Procedure
Order can be obtained from the Monitor’'s website:

Monitor at the address below. Defined terms not defined within this instruction letter
shall have the meanings ascribed hereto in the Claims Procedure Order.

A. — Claims Procedure

The Claims Procedure establishes a process to determine the value of your Claims (as
defined in the Claims Procedure Order), if any, against the Applicants. In addition, the
Claims Procedure is intended for any Person with a Restructuring Claim, being a Claim
arising after the filing date of October 8, 2009 (in respect of BRS) or March 10, 2010 (in
respect of JHSL) as a result of the restructuring, termination, repudiation or disclaimer
by the Applicants of any contract, lease, employment agreement or other type of
arrangement or agreement existing on the relevant Filing Date, whether such
restructuring, termination, disclaimer or repudiation took place or takes place before or
after the date of the Claims Procedure Order.
